PLAŠČKI
Materiali: Za fantasy je dovoljeno karkoli, lahki materiali lepo padajo, ampak so bolj za okras, če želite topel plašč pa priporočam volno oziroma mešanice volne in drugih materialov.

Če se odločite za podlogo plašča, priporočam lan ali tanko blago (tisto prav za podloge). V enaki količini kot osnovni material za plašč, če boste podlagali celotnega ali manj, če le kapuco – količina odvisna od velikosti.

Količina: Priporočam minimalno dolžino vsaj 80 cm, kar zadostuje za kratek površnik, drugače pa odvisno od vaših želja. 
Za polkrožni plašč je idealna dolžina 3, 5 metra (plašč do gležnjev brez vmesnega šiva), pa še ostane za kapuco.

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Slika  1: A - vratna odprtina, B - dolžina,

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2+3  - For the Hood: Measure from top of shoulder, up over head, to top of other shoulder, C .
Center on edge of fabric. Masure top of head for length of hood; make longer if you want it to come partially down over face, D . Cut out. Fold 2  in half so both D sides are together, and sew up one of the C sides to create the hood, 3 . Sew the D  side of the hood to the A  side of the cloak.

Slika  5: stik obeh polovic (pozor pri materialih kot so žamet ali vzorčasto blago!!)
Kapuca je lahko podložena (z drugim materialom ali enakim kot je plašč, da zgleda na obeh straneh enako). 
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Kapuco sešijemo iz dveh polovic (iz štirih, če jo podlagamo) po daljšem ravnem koncu. Če podlagamo kapuco, zdaj zašijemo oba sešita para skupaj (pazi, da je lepša stran blaga zunanja, kar pomeni, da je pri šivanju obrnjena na notranjo stran – zašito kapuco obrnemo naokoli, kot vrečo!!). Potem jo prišijemo na plašč – pazi, da se ujemajta šiv po zadnjem delu kapuce in po hrbtu plašča.

Alternativa – brez zadnjega šiva (kar pomeni veliko manj šivanja);

- blago preganemo po širini (hrbtni)
TIP C
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Standard version.  Cut a semicircle with a radius about 2-5 cm longer than you want the cloak to be (if you use the full 1m width the straight line will be 2m long). Remember many of the cloaks are much shorter, stopping at mid calf.  Add enough around the edges to turn under the hem twice.  
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Neck hole;
The cloak is cut semicircular—but the neck hole is a full circle cut in from the edge.  About two inches in from the center of the front straight edge, cut a hole about 7 inches in diameter (you might need it a little larger—but start small).  Make a cut from the center of the front straight edge to the circle.  Fold the corners of the cut ends up to form a 45 degree angle and cut them off.  You can sew this closed or put in a fastener of some sort—I recommend you reinforce it whichever you do.

Now put it on and decide if you need the center hole for your head to be a bit bigger. 15 cm fit well for me, but rather closely around the neck.  A little trimming goes a long way so take it in small amounts.  You'll also notice that the front of neckline will rise to a point because of the angle of the closure--just trim that to smooth the curve of the neckline.

The hood;

The standard hood, consisting of two squares sewn together, just doesn’t hang down far enough. I’ve [image: image24.jpg]


come up with a pattern that works, even though it looks a little strange.

You’ll need to make a pattern, so get a big sheet of paper or tape together some newspaper
s.   

· Measure the neckline hole of your cloak. (Circumference)

·  Divide this in half, then add 1 inch (for seam allowance).  

· Draw a horizontal line this long.  

· Draw a line from one end straight down for about 30”, then connect the bottom of that line to the end of your horizontal line. 

·  You’ve made a tall thin right triangle.  

· Fold it along the diagonal line and then cut it out—you’ll have a kite-shaped piece.  

· Cut four of these from your cloth (two for the hood, two for the lining). 

 When you cut them out, align one of the straight edges of the “kite” with the grain line of the fabric (see arrow) —otherwise the hood won’t drape correctly.
Putting the hood together
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The top is 1/2 the final cloak neck edge measurement plus 1 inch.  The length of the straight side should be about 30 inches (or 3-4 inches longer than you want the finished hood to be).  Cut four pieces—two for the hood, two for the lining.

 Lay one “kite” on top of another, right sides together, and sew together along the long sides.  Repeat for the other two “kites.”

 Now if you take the two points at the top of the kite and pull them apart, the hood will refold into a triangle with the seams running up the center of the front and back. 

You need to check this with a quick muslin to check the hood..  Is this shape wide enough to wear with the hood up.  It is for some, others need to go an extra step.  If the opening is too small... you next to make one more change to your pattern... and follow a slightly different set of sewing instructions.

If you want a wider cloak hood.  

With the pattern as shown, if the distance around the neck hole is small it's not surprising you couldn't get the hood over your head. The length of the front of the hood is the same as the distance around the neck hole, since the kite is symmetrical.
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What you need to do is to measure the distance from where the cloak opening (under your chin) will be, loosely up the side of your face, to where you want the hood to rest at the top. If this is very much longer than half the circumference of the neck hole, you will need to draw a kite with a flat curve across the top instead of an angle. The length of the curve should be the sum of half the circumference of the neck hole and the 'hood height' measurement you just took. Be sure it doesn't curve _too_ much.

Sew the long sides of the kite pairs together and refold the hood as shown in the main instructions. Starting from the seam which will attach to the neck hole, measure one half the neck-hole measurement in each direction.

Machine stitch the lining to the outer hood from one of these points to the _other_ seam and around to the second point you just marked.

Leave the rest of the lining free. Turn the lining to the inside.

Keeping the lining out of the way, now sew the unsewn edge of the outer fabric to the neck hole,  (ie, the seam is at the center-back of the neck). It should match if you measured those two points correctly. Finally, turn in the remaining edge of the lining and hand-stitch it over the neck seam, hiding the seam allowances.

Stitching it to the neck
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Now you have to sew the two hoods together.  Time to pick your outer side and your lining side.  (Which you pick shouldn't matter, we just need to refer to them separately.  

Lay the cloak down, right side of the fabric up.  Mark the dead center back of the circle.  This mark will match up with the center seam of the outer hood piece.  Lay the hood down, right side of the fabric, to the right side of the hood.

Pin from the center out to each of the sides.  This will take a little easing since you are matching straight  line of hood to the curve of the neck. (See picture you're pinning the dashed lines together. )  You will need to push the lining piece out of the way as you get near the front edge. (Don't sew the lining piece... leave it free.)  

Leave enough open to turn under the front edge and finish it later.  (It's helpful to mark that point with pins or chalk so you don't sew past it.)

Sew together.  

The hood lining is ready to be tacked down.  Turn under the seam allowance of the second layer and hand stitch it over the raw edges of the seam for a beautifully clean finish.

Note: this does make a very small hood in front... but if you've seen them wearing them up, that's what they look like. 

Reinforce the Front

(OK, this is a bit weird, but once you have your hooded cloak in front you, and you're ready to finish the front edge it will make sense.)

The front of the cloak where the neck meets the front  should be reinforced with a bit of stabilizing fabric.  (This can be piece of seam binding, a strip of canvas or anything else about about 2-3 inches or so long that will take up the strain of the clasp... so your main fabric will not tear. 

When your hood is finished, you're going to not quite have a straight line in front to finish the front of the cloak (because you cut that hold out for the neck).  You are going to have to trim the fabric near the neck so you have that straight line (after you turn the front edge under twice.)

Hand baste that little bit of stabilizing fabric right at the neck so it runs down the front edge (so ya don't loose that scrap of fabric).  

*New* from the ROM exhibit in Toronto:  The front edge of the cloak are raw salvage, i.e. it's the woven edge of the fabric.  It is not turned in or finished any further.  To clarify further... all is raw salvage edge but the first 3" or so.  This is carefully turned under and is only visible under very high resolution pictures because it is finished soooooooo carefully.

Hemming
When making a cloak... always make up and let hang 24-48 hours before you hem. That much fabric will stretch!  
Put your cloak on a hanger and let it hang for a few days. Most fabrics will stretch out quite a bit.

If you did not measure the pattern for the length you wanted it, do it now.  Most of the cloak stop about mid-calf on the characters.  Add enough on to the edge to turn it under twice.  (About 1 1/2 inches.)

Lay the cloak back down with  your original pattern (with the length correct)  and trim it up to an even half circle again. 

The hem needs to be turned under twice then it is top stitched down.  (About 3/4 inches.)

To do a really clean edge, serge or zig-zag the raw edge.  This is easier if you run a line of machine basting along the hemline--in sections of about 8" . Pull this thread to pucker up the wool slightly, then hit it with a blast of steam. Wool--especially a loosely-woven wool like this, is very malleable and can be shaped a lot with steam and pressing. After the bottom edge has been shrunk a little it will be easier to turn up.
If you're not using wool you can use the same slightly-gathering 
trick, but you might have a few puckers on the inside of your 
seam line.
If you're not trying to do the cloak exactly and want a quicker finish... trim the cloak to the exact length you want.  Get some double folded bias tape or fold over braid and just stitch it around the bottom edge.  It won't quite look the same, but it's as easy to put on as  just putting the braid around the edge and top stitching it down.
